




 
This picture shows the original settings for the 
Whirly sound. 
 
The basic Instrument Generator is the Electric Piano 
sound. The effects that have been used on the basic 
sound are Visual EQ, Echo and Reverb. 
 
Beside every effect (and the Instrument Generator) is 
a pencil tool that opens up a window where you can 
choose the settings for that particular effect or 
instrument. You can activate each effect by clicking 
the checkbox to its left, and deactivate it by un-
clicking. 
 
So, if I were to choose to use the Compressor, if I 
clicked on its checkbox, the Manual menu would 
become active, and I could click on the pencil tool 
beside it to open up the Compressor window and 
either manually edit it by moving the sliders or 

choose one of the pre-made settings: 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
As you can see, GarageBand has a huge amount of editing capability. While it doesn’t 
have all the ‘bells and whistles’ that the big boys have, it can hold its own in any 
professional situation, while being easier to use and more flexible than any of them. 
 



 
Editing our Wurlitzer sound: 
 
After you’ve spent some time checking out the different intruments and effects in the 
Track Info Details, let’s fix up the sound for our project. It won’t be drastic – all we’re 
going to do is take out the Compression and add some Tremolo. 
 
First, de-select the Compression checkbox. 
 
Next, go to the menu underneath it which says “None” and click on it to open up the 
menu choices. 
Under ‘GarageBand Effects’ choose Tremolo. 

 
Once you have chosen 
Tremolo, click on the 
pencil beside Manual. 
This will open up your 
Tremolo edit window. 
 
Slide the sliders so that 
they match the 
parameters in the 
picture    for Intensity 
and Speed. 
 
Once you have done 
that, you can now save 
the settings by choosing 
Save Instrument. Name 
it Mraz Wurli.  
 

That’s it! Your sound now sounds like the record. 
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
